Structure, Governance and Management
ACPRC is a Professional Network of the Chartered Society of Physiotherapy (CSP), and a member of the CSP Cardio-respiratory Alliance. Governance and reporting requirements are set by the CSP and compliance with these requirements is essential for on-going recognition of the ACPRC as a Professional Network. CSP recognition of the ACPRC provides the organisation with many benefits including insurance cover for our property and activities, financial support through capitation fees and organisational and professional support.
The committee meets three times each year, including a two day planning meeting which is usually held in January to determine the work programme for the year. The committee comprises an executive committee and publications sub-committee.
Objectives and Activities
The Association of Chartered Physiotherapists in Respiratory Care promotes best practice in respiratory physiotherapy for the benefit of all.
Main Functions
To represent and promote respiratory physiotherapy in the UK.
To facilitate the national and international exchange of information and ideas.

ACPRC membership 2014
At 31 December 2014 we had 967 members. The majority are CSP members and the remaining are overseas members, who are members of their national professional bodies, or are non-physiotherapist members who are members of their own professional bodies.

ACPRC Work Plan 2014 review
Every year the ACPRC committee meets to review the progress of the previous year and set the work plan for the coming year. The review of the previous year is presented in this annual report.

Collaborate with CSP on clinical outcomes project


Plan and organise conference 2015
As PRO for the ACPRC, Lynn McDonnell lead on this objective, supported by the whole committee. The conference is underway during the presentation of this AGM, Friday 24 and Saturday 25 April 2015 in Cheltenham. The theme of the 2015 conference as ‘Integrating Theory and Practice – Walking in the Steps of the Patient’. This year the cost of the conference was greatly reduced to ensure members had accessibility to the programme. This was facilitated by ACPRC supporters and sponsors, as well as using capital in the accounts to help fund the running costs of this conference.

Deliver Champion study days 
Over most of 2014 we had a vacancy within our Paediatric Champion post, as well as a shorter vacancy in our critical care champion role.  Charlotte Pereira completed a study day in Thoracic Surgery and we had two Paediatric study days.

Review and development of operational systems 
At the 2012 away day the committee set itself a three year task to improve and update the ACPRC website and the way we manage membership processes, to make the process more efficient and easier for members to use. This has been an amazing success in 2014 with the hard work of the committee meaning the website and database are both up and running by the end of 2014. We have made significant progress with this, thanks in no small part to Matt Cox our Website Manager and Angela Hurlstone our secretariat support in dealing with the inevitable alterations and teething problems. Alongside the website the ACPRC have also been increasing their profile on social media especially Twitter, increasing followers to over 100 at the end of 2014.

The development of the website and social media profile will continue to increase over the next two years as part of the original work plan.

Continue Emergency Respiratory Physiotherapy service project
Work on this project will continue through 2015, however towards the end of 2014 the position statement was completed for this project and ACPRC Committee decided to co-opt an ACPRC member to help drive this project forward. Sian Goddard has excellent experience in supporting on call services from a clinical and workforce perspective. She has begun to develop this project with a significant aspect of the 2015 work plan aiming to move this project forward again next year. 

Produce four more leaflets to support BTS/ACPRC 2009 Guideline
Positive Expiratory Pressure, Oscillating PEP and Autogenic Drainage have been completed and will be finalised in 2015.


Additional activities
Progress relationship with Cardio-respiratory Professional Alliance
Continue engagement with Respiratory Alliance: This group was discontinued due to funding issues
Collaborate with AGILE on exercise guidelines. Mel Curtis completed this.
Endorsement of both NICE Guidelines and BLF Exercise diary development and Self management pack

The launch and progression of the website and database have been a huge transition period for the ACPRC. 2015 challenge is to use this new platform to develop the ACPRC profile even further.
